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Bavshore House Fules

The Bavshore Bules are ggtabh!ished to accomplish one or more
of the following:

a. The prevention of hazards that may physically harm or
injure the health of residents, guests and visitors
(ineluding tracesmens while on Bayshore property.

b. The prevention of damage to Bayshore property.

¢. The protection of residents rights regarding the use of
the Bayshore facilit:es.

d. Preventing a degradation i1n the phvsical appearance of
the Bayshore property.

e, To provide guidance to prevent any use or practice that
is the source of annovance to residents or which i1nterferes
with peaceful possession and proper use of the property hy
its residents.
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1.0 GENERAL

i.1 All owners, renfters and gueste must be advised of the
Bayshore Regulations contained 1n the Bayshore Condominium
Document and these House Rules. A copy of the Feguiations
and House Rules will be furnished by the Bayshore Manager to
each owner and renter upon submilssion of an application to
move in. In the event a gusst is the sole occupant of vour
apartment, the resident is responsible for preoviding a copy
of the Regulations and House Rules to the guest. Coples ars
available from the doorman on duty.

1.2 Resident(s) are defined as the perscn(s) residing in a
unlt he thev an owner or renter. House guests remaining In
a unlt five consecutive days or longer, are consicered
residents during that particutar coccupancy of the unit.

1.3 For the purposes of this regulation, the Manager is
consldered a resident; however, the Managers guesis are
limited to immediate family members only.

1.4 An owner that rents his unit ftransfers his right to use

the recreational facilities to his tenant . The
recreational facilities are for use only by personnel
residing at the Bayshore (and their guests). An owner not

residing at the Bavshore may not invite oguests tc use the
recreational facilities.

1.5 Use of the recreational faclilities of the common
elements will be 1n such a manner as to respect the rights
of cther residents. Use of particular recreational
tacilities will be controlled by regulations to be 1ssued
from time to time, but 1n general that use wil]l be between
the hours of 7 A.M. and 10 P.HM.

1.6 HNo radio or television antenna; sateillite dish, or any

wirlng fcor any purpese mav be instalied on the sxterior of

the bullding without the written consent of the Associat:ion.

1.7 The balccnies, terraces and stairways shall be used

only for the purposes intended. The balcony rails will not
be used for hanging garments, linens, towels or other
household i1tems. Dumping or c¢reating dust, dirt, lint,

etc., by cleaning rugs, vacuum cleaner bags or other
household ttems ig not permitted on the balcony.
Instailation and use of clothing lines on the balcony is
prohibited,.

1.8 Balconies will not be carpeted. Carpet traps-holds
meoisture and will lead to structural weakening of the
balcony. Owners who ignore this rule will be responsible
for damage to balconies. Tile may be used onily if the
tilesgrout 1 sealed to prevent water from getting
underneath the tile and grout. Yearly ilnspection andror




cegeallng 18 requiraed. The maximum load factor for
balconies 1s 50 pounds per sguare foot.

L.% Balconies wii]l not be alterecd or enclosed until ail the
reguiremenis of paraagraph 5.1.¢c of the "Declaration of
Condominium of Bayshore Condominium" ¢(page 1I-10) are mef.

1.10 DNo common area shall be used for storage without
written approval of the Association, except as provided in
the plans and specifications. Any article stored in the
storage rcom must be ldentified with the name and apartment
number. Boxes must be sealed. NO COMBUSTIBLE ARTICLES ARE
ALLCWED IN THE STORAGE AREA. The hours of "operation" are
from 8:00 A.M, to 4:30 P.M. Monday through Friday. &t other
times, the storage area will be locked; however, a key can
be cbtained from the doorman. The Bayshore Association is
not responsible for loss or damage to stored |tems.

1.11 Commen areas of buildings, such as logglas, lobby,

Bayroom and halis, will be used oniy for the purposes
intended and will be kept free from opbstructiosns. No
articles belonging to residents will be kept 1n those areas

except by written consent of the Assoc:i:ation. The
Association i not responsibie for damage incurred to
articles placed 1n these areas even 1f placement 1s
authorized by the Association.

1,12 Elevators may be used for the carrying of freight only
under the supervision of the management (also see "Moving
Instructions" and "Furnitures/dpplilance Deliveries and
Removal" sections).

1.13 No resident may make or permit any disturbing nolises
ln the bullding whether made by himselt, his family, guests
aor servants, or permit anything to be done by those persons
that will Interfere with the rights, comforts or convenience
of other tenants. No resident or guest may play cr sutfer
to be plaved any musical instrument, audio eguipment, radio
or televizsion set in his apartment between the hours of 11l
P.M. and the following 8 A.M. if it will disturb or annoy
cther occupants of the condeoeminium. Contractors or
tradesmen will not perform work that generates disturbing
noises between the hours of 8 P.M. and the fcllowing 8 A.M.
excepti 1n the case of emergency repairs. The manager or 1Ln
hlg absence, the doorman, must approve that the emergency
repair 1s necessary during the prohibited hours.

1.14 Pets are not permitted unless such pet is specially
trained to assist handicapped persons.

L.15 CGrocery carts and the Valet cart are for the
convenizsnce of all residents. Please return the cart to the
elevator and send 1t toc the lobhy as soon as you have
tinished unloading 1t. Carts are not to be left in the
